Over the decades he helped shape show jumping in Australia
and internationally, judging events in countries like Germany,
Ireland and England and contributing to major competitions
including World Cups and Olympic events.

Closer to home, Reg spent 13 years as the grounds manager at
Werribee Park, playing a key role in establishing the Werribee
Equestrian Centre and supporting major international
competitions hosted in Victoria.

From Pony Club to world-class arenas, Reg has given decades of
service to the equestrian community.

Ponyclubbers will be interested to learn that the PCV State Showjumping

Championships were originally organised by Reg and the late John Barlee.

His dedication was recognised with an Order of Australia Medal, an honour that quietly acknowledges
the enormous contribution he has made to the sport.
